The Prairieland cases, involving both state and 
federal charges, stem from a noise demo in 
solidarity with detainees at the Prairieland ICE 
Detention Center in Alvarado, Texas, on July 4, 
2025. After the protest, an officer with the 
Alvarado Police Department allegedly became 
involved in an exchange of gunfire. 

There are now 19 people facing varying charges 
related to this noise demo, many of whom were
not present that night.

What happened July 4th was a normal protest, 
and regardless of what transpired that night, 
it's clear that the scale and aggression of the 
police response is a fear tactic, by trying this 
as the first “antifa case” to send a message not 
only to DFW but across the country of how this 
administration will treat anyone standing 
against their rising authoritarianism.

Now, the state is attempting to ruin the lives of 
19 people and their communities in North Texas. 
Those who face this state terror deserve our 
support, not silence.
